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PACIFIC NORTHWEST CONVENTION OF

NARCOTICS ANONYMOUS

GUIDELINES
Article I
PURPOSE
a.
The purpose of the guidelines for the Pacific Northwest convention is to define the Pacific Northwest Convention, the Board of Representatives, the convention bidding procedures, financial accountability and reporting formats.

b.
The Pacific Northwest Convention of Narcotics Anonymous (PNWCNA) shall be held once a year, in October, as a celebration of recovery in the Pacific Northwest.

c.
The PNWCNA shall be held within the geographic boundaries of Oregon, Washington, Idaho, USA and British Columbia, Canada.

d.
The PNWCNA shall rotate between the following geographic areas which were the three original regions following the division of the Pacific Northwest Region of NA in 1985:

1993 Washington Northern Idaho

Geographic boundaries of the state of Washington and the northern portion of Idaho as defined as follows: Bounded on the North by Canada, on the East by Montana, on the West by Washington, and on the South by the Salmon River.

1994 British Columbia, Canada

Geographic boundaries of the British Columbia province.

1995 Oregon, Southern Idaho

Geographic boundaries of the entire State of Oregon and the southern portion of Idaho as defined as follows: bounded by the Salmon River on the North and the Idaho boarder on the West, South and East.

e.
In the event that the rotation above in Article I (d) cannot be maintained the opportunity to host the convention shall fall to the next region in the rotation.

Article II
Board of Representatives 

a.
The purpose of the Board of Representatives for the PNWCNA is to provide continuity for PNWCNA.  It is not a deliberative body.

b.
The Board of Representatives for the PNWCNA shall be composed of two members from each of the regions, present or future, formed within the borders of the states of Washington, Oregon, and Idaho, USA and the province of British Columbia, Canada duly elected by their respective RSC’s.

c.
The Board of Representatives is responsible for the convention banners.  A representative from the region to host the next convention will arrange for transportation and storage of the banners from the current convention until the next convention. 

d.
The Board of PNWCNA shall meet once a year during the annual PNWCNA, prior to the bid meeting of the PNWCNA.

e.
A facilitator and a recording secretary for the annual meeting of the Board of Representatives of the PNWCNA shall be elected at the start of the meeting of the board.

f.
Each regionally elected board member in attendance shall have a vote in all matters of the Board.

g.
A member of the Board of Representatives from each region shall be custodian of the PNWCNA archives for that region.  The archives could include, but is not limited to: minutes, program, registration package, sample merchandise, etc.

h.
The Board shall receive bids for the convention until noon Saturday of the weekend of the PNWCNA and review same prior to Saturday afternoon bid meeting. The current convention committee will provide for the meeting space for the Board meeting to be held at noon on Saturday.  The time and place of the meeting location shall be included on the convention program.

i.
Members of the Board of Representatives will attend the bid meeting.

j.
Representatives will provide the Treasurer of the current convention addresses for distribution of the proceeds of the current event.

Article III
CONVENTION BIDS
a.
Written bid submissions supported, in writing, by the bidding committee's regional service committee shall be submitted to the Board of Representatives by noon Saturday on the PNWCNA weekend, two years in advance of the proposed convention.

b.
Each RSC presenting a bid agrees to abide by the PNWCNA Guidelines.

c.
There shall be a representative from each eligible region at the bid meeting to present their bid and to respond to questions and/or concerns about the bid.

d.
The bid meeting shall be held Saturday afternoon and is open to anyone in the N.A. fellowship.  If there is more than one bid from the eligible geographic area, the site location shall be decided by the majority vote of the persons in attendance at the bid meeting.

e.
Space shall be reserved for the bid meeting by the current convention committee.  The time and place of the meeting location shall be included on the convention program.

f.
It is suggested that the bid package presented by those seeking to host the PNWCNA consist of a bid flyer which will include:

1.   Region supporting the bid;

2.   Date of the PNWCNA;

3.   Name and address of hotel and/or related facility;

4.   Room prices;

5.   Approximate full package price;

6.   General description of what the full package includes;

7.   Contact address;

8.   Optional -- Local Amenities.

Article IV
FUNDS
a.
The current convention committee shall provide $500.00 US to the committee receiving the bid when the bid for the convention is approved.

b.
The current convention committee shall provide seed money to the committee of the following year within sixty (60) days of the convention.  The seed money in 1993 shall be $2,750.00 US; and thereafter shall increase 5% annually.  

c.
The hosting region shall be responsible for any losses incurred by the PNWCNA.

d.
Any profits from the convention, after the seed money is allocated, shall be divided into four equal parts among the WSC and the geographic areas of: British Columbia; Washington/Northern Idaho; Oregon/Southern Idaho.

e.
A summary report shall accompany each check and shall be available to the Fellowship.  These reports shall include the attached summary sheet, registration flyer, and the program.

Article V
HOST COMMITTEE
a.
Each host committee shall provide a complete registration flyer for the PNWCNA, one year in advance, to be available at the current convention.

b.
A full set of minutes and reports from the current convention will be sent to a PNWCNA Representative in the region hosting the convention immediately following the convention. 

c.
Minutes from each regularly scheduled PNWCNA committee meeting shall be sent to one PNWCNA representative of each region.  A list of the names and addresses of the representatives will be provided to the committee by the PNWCNA Board of Representatives.

Article VI
Audio Tapes

PNWCNA audio tapes shall be available for sale only at Narcotics Anonymous events, through a catalog listing Narcotics Anonymous Speakers, or by mail order request.  The taping company shall follow the directives of the World Service Office regarding tapes recorded at PNWCNA.
